The County Council intends to remove the Green Belt protection (formally designated
in 2004) on a number of sites, in order to permit the building of houses and other
development. We support a vision for the future of County Durham, which will
improve the economy of the whole County by making use of all its assets.

We invite you to support the protection of Durham City’s Green Belt so that the
character of the City, and setting of the World Heritage Site, can be enjoyed by
future generations.
